Candle lighting
A memory candle for deceased relative(s) may be lit by the guest of honor. Typically this is announced by the Guest of Honor, and is done
either before the first candle is announced, or before the parents’ candle is announced. Alternatively, one of the candles on the cake can be
lit as a memory candle—this would be announced at the time of that candle. Will there be a memory candle?

Will the MC or the Guest of Honor be calling the guests up to the cake (circle one)?

Include the names of people who will be coming to the cake. Write the names as the Guest of Honor calls them (like “Aunt Rose and Uncle
Bob,” etc.), and include phonetic pronunciation. The usual order for candle lighting is:

1. Grandparents 5. Older relatives 9. Parents

2. Aunts 6. Younger relatives 10. Siblings

3. Uncles 7. Friends of parents 11. Guest of Honor
4. Cousins 8. Friends of Guest of Honor

The usual number of candles is 17 (16 for age, one for good luck). Try to group relatives and friends together to keep the amount of candles
to this number as best as possible. You can have interesting tidbits of information announced as the individuals come up to light the candles.
If you want to do this, please write details below each person’s name.

You will also need to choose music to be played while people come up and light the candles. You can have one piece of music serve as
background to all of the candles, or you may want to match a specific song to each person or group of people lighting the candle (preferably
fun and upbeat). The total ceremony takes about 15 minutes.
